· 2 references.

· For those for whom English is not their first language, copies of English language test results.
· We recommend you submit a portfolio. This can be a link to an online portfolio, a DVD/CD in a commonly-readable format or a physical publication such as a book. Please ensure materials included in the portfolio are of a suitable quality to allow the assessment of your work.


2. Register with the Lancaster University postgraduate application website (MyLancaster).
